Iive Stones Vineyards is located in Tel Azekah in the Elah Valley, in the region of the
mythological battle between David and Goliath in 1010 BCE. The Elah Valley is at an
important crossroad between the coastal plains and Jerusalem and Bethlehem. Due to
its geographical and agricultural advantages, it was already populated in Israel’s tribal
period. The valley is long and narrow with fertile soil and a high precipitation level, which
combine to create an ideal habitat for the growth of quality vines. With its expansive
green spaces, diverse abundance of wildflowers, lush surrounding forests, and impressive

archeological sites, Elah Valley is one of the most beautiful natural spaces in Israel.



OUR VINEYARDS

Five Stones Vineyards homes its top-quality grapes on the abundant, breezy peaks of
the Elah Valley. The unique temperature and fertile, alluvial soil of these lands form the
perfect natural bed for old, established vines to yield particularly pungent fruit.

The location of our unique vineyards was consciously chosen for its terroir, to meet the
optimal requirements of the vines. It was selected with the same precision, creativity, and
wisdom as David when choosing his weapon against Goliath — the weapon that transformed

Meticulous attention to phenolic ripening in the vineyard
results in a top-quality vintage that manifests as a balanced, elegant, and
intense product. Aged in French oak barrels until fully ripe, the Nobility

wines never fail to impress.

Nobility 215a Red: A red wine in the prestigious Nobility range that
offers a rich and dominant flavor experience. Nobility 215a 1s the result
of a clever combination of terroir, meticulous care in the vineyard, and
winemaker professionalism. It has a deep purple color and reflects the
four flavors of the varieties in the blend — Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot,
Petit Verdot, and Cabernet Franc — emphasizing the best attributes of
each one. The wine is aged in French oak barrels, both new and used,

allowing for optimal maturation.

Nobility 215a White: An impressive white wine with an elegant presence
and a wealth of flavors. Chardonnay grapes make up more than 90% of
this wine, finished with a touch of Sauvignon Blanc. The wine undergoes
fermentation and aging in oak barrels, where it develops impressive fruit
flavors, minerality, and a trace of oak aroma.

(1973) in Sinai. 215a was Yitzhak’s radio code when he served as commander of a unit that

rescued and saved many injured soldiers in the battlefield.



DvsG

A soft, elegant, and complex wine with a Mediterranean character that
reflects the terroir of its growing region, Tel Azekah. Its meticulous

production process is evident in each sip.

DvsG Red: A red wine in the winery’s first wine range. It is a blend of
Shiraz, Marselan, Carignan, and Petite Sirah grapes from Elah Valley
vineyards. The innovative blend of Mediterranean varieties with this terroir
results in a wine with an intense, deep color that gives rise to an aroma
of vines overflowing with juicy, red fruit. The wine is aged in French oak
barrels - 70% used and 30% new - which preserve the fruit’s dominance

and allow optimal conditions for the development of the wine’s flavor.

DvsG Rosé: A wine with a fresh Mediterranean character, presenting
a winning combination of 90% Merlot and 10% Cabernet Sauvignon
grapes, harvested by hand during August. Its seductive peachy hue and
